2010-2011 Flu Updates
ODH Encourages flu vaccinations

The 2010 Flu vaccines will protect against an influenza H3N2 virus, an influenza B virus
andthe 2009 H1N1 virus that caused so much illness last season.

In February, the CDC's vaccine experts decided that everyone 6 months and older
should geta flu vaccine each year starting with the 2010-2011 influenza season. CDC’s
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) voted for “universal flu
vaccination in the U5 to expand protection against the flu to more people.

Seasonal flu viruses circulate each year from fall through spring. The Ohio Department
of Health (ODH) urges everyone who would like to protect themselves from the flu to
receive a flu vaccination.

Contact your local health department, health care provider, or pharmacy to find outif
seasonal flu vaccines are available in your area.
